We are located on NM Hwy 173 between mile marker 15 and 16. From Aztec,

take NM Hwy. 173, east to Navajo Dam. From Bloomfield, take 64 east to

Blanco and turn north (left) on CR4599.

CR4599 ends at NM Hwy 173 and you

will see the sign to turn right to Navajo

Dam. We are located about a mile east of the intersection. From Dulce, turn right on 539,

at sign for Navajo Lake State Park. From Pagosa and Dulce, you must come down the road

on the “face” of the earthen dam (Hwy 511) and follow the San Juan River downstream

approximately 3 miles to NM Hwy 173, turn right and drive about 2 miles east of the

Community of Navajo Dam. You will see the sign, “Enchanted HideAway Lodge,” on the

south side.

All of the fishable stretch (13.5 miles) of the San Juan River is available to the public

with wade fishing from the Quality Water downstream through the community of Navajo Dam and drift boat fishing below,

through the private land.
